He is the founder and a
General Editor of a major series of books for Oxford University
Press entitled Issues in Biomedical Ethics and a new series of
books which he co-edits with Sir John Sulston (Nobel Prize
for Physiology or Medicine 2002) is published by Bloomsbury
and entitled Science, Ethics and Society was launched in 2009.

This presentation explores the nature of morality and hence of
the ethics in bioethics by posing and answering the question:
“If some one claims to be good or to have behaved well, how
would we test this as a scientifichypothesis?’ In answering this
questions the fundamental nature of morality is examined
and with it the possibility of technological, molecular or
genetic enhancement of morality.

Brain Enhancement, Memory Manipulation and other

This session looks at the current and future possibilities of
neuroscience and in particular of memory manipulation. In
doing so | will look at some very fundamental social questions
such as “is there a moral or social obligation to remember or
bear witness?” Are we in control of our past, should we be?
Can we be required to protect our memories even at huge
personal cost.
